The two issues audited were the summer 2007 issue of Kearsarge Magazine, mailed to households in Sunapee, and the fall 2008 issue of Kearsarge Magazine, mailed to households in New London. Kearsarge Magazine plans on continuing its direct mail strategy in 2008 to affluent, out-of-state demographics to encourage tourism to the Lake Sunapee/Kearsarge region.

The audit also included a reader survey, which found: 

· 80 percent of readers purchase products or services from ads seen in Kearsarge Magazine

· 61 percent keep Kearsarge Magazine for a month or more

· 40 percent have an income of $100,000 or more

· 68 percent have a college and/or post graduate degree
